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People, Stories, Culture. It is the theme of the 2nd Culture 2030 Meeting,
organized by Eleusis 2021 European Capital of Culture, to be held from November
7 until November 10, 2019, at EKEDA (Workers Center of Eleusis). On today’s
societies of knowledge and creativity, man is an essential resource of the city
and the economy in general. Unlike the industrial era, when city development was
based on the concentration of industrial production units, today cities compete
with one another to attract “smart” and creative people.

With the international Culture 2030 Meeting of last year we started an initiative
for the creation of a natural meeting and exchange space among cultural actors
both from Greece as well as from Europe with emphasis on regional cultural
development.

One year later, this new space keeps expanding. Through training programs for
cultural professionals taking place in 2019, the creation of the Greek Festivals
Managers Network, and hosting the twin edition of the Culture 2030 Meeting by
Cluj, Romania, the second Culture 2030 Meeting expands both as a networking
space and as an environment from which new trends spring up and changes begin.

In the first Meeting we attempted a first mapping of the cultural field as it is shaped
today. This year, we go one step further. We emphasize the people who with their
vision and persistence shaped new conditions and changed what was considered
a given not only for their own work but for culture as a whole.

This year as well we are focusing on three themes: the field of cultural policy, the
field of artistic production, and the field of creative economy in the city, which we
approach through working groups consisting of guest speakers and participants
who not only raise the issues but also give their own answers.

Through the main speeches, the working groups, the networking activities as well
as through a parallel artistic program, with walks, exhibitions, symposia and a project
specially designed to celebrate the designation of Eleusis as the European Capital
of Culture, we are creating a unique atmosphere which facilitates acquaintance
and interaction among participants and at the same time we are inviting you to a
celebration for the city, residents and friends of Eleusis.

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Large scale exhibitions:
From sustainability to best practices

Since the 1990s large-scale exhibition, festivals and biennials have been
linked to the proliferation of globalized cultural consumption and produc-
tion, city tourism and/or regeneration and marketing aspirations. Though
these projects often start with the best of intentions, they are many times
followed by unfulfilled expectations, disappointment and failure. Katerina
Gregos, who has many years of experience curating several large-scale
exhibitions and biennials, will talk about the challenges and responsibilities
underlying such endeavours, based on a case study of her most recent
project, the 1st Riga Biennial, Everything Was Forever, Until it Was No More
(2019) where she served as chief curator, in addition to helping to set up
the biennial institution. How does one take into consideration the multiple
factors, issues, expectations and sometimes conflicting interests that the
organization of a large scale artistic project poses? What are the most
important questions to consider when putting together such a project? In
this talk Gregos will outline what she believes constitutes a best practices,
sustainable model for stakeholders and audiences alike.

Artsadmin-40 years of history:
Empowering the independent art scene

Judith Knight, co-founder of the independent organization Artsadmin,
which supports independent art in the United Kingdom, talks about her
career path from 1979 until today, coinciding with the 40-year journey
of the organization. Judith and Artsadmin or vice versa have radically
changed artistic scene by introducing new models of artistic production
and redefining the concept of what a producer is. Artsadmin carries out
its own productions and creates the conditions for their viability by var-
ious means (participation in international cultural networks, tours, schol-
arships, training programs), while at the same time enhancing emerging
artists. The vision, however, of creating an organization that provides
stability to collaborating artists was radical and it involved the risk intrin-
sic in experimenting with things that have not been tried before. Judith’s
personal journey is the story of the ups and downs of four decades, of
laughter and tears in equal quantities, but it also of the solid foundations
the organization has built, necessary to cope with the modern work en-
vironment. Greece, of course, is not the United Kingdom, but the United
Kingdom of the 1970s is not the United Kingdom of today, it was not in the
technological and communication age we are in. Starting Artsadmin was
not easy. There was only the passion of the two founders, and over the
decades it was a privilege to work with visionaries and people who inspire
and change not only our work but also our lives -and the lives of many
people, we hope-, the artists, who can actually make a difference.

In February 2019 the Atelier for Greek Festival
Managers, held by Eleusis 2021 for the first time
in Greece, brought together 25 professionals
from different Greek festivals who, through

an intensive three-day course and under the
guidance of experienced art directors at inter-
national festivals, created the Greek Festival
Curators Network, a network for the festivals
and their people in order to record, support
and promote contemporary artistic production
in Greece. The aim of the network is dialogue,
the continuous exchange of information and
concerns of cultural entities, artists and people
who work at them, communication and net-
working with relevant European organisations
as well as to create a “toolkit”, a guide for the
support of existing and new festivals in Greece.
This working group aims to map the needs of
contemporary Greek reality and shape the con-
text of action of the Network. Network members
strive for and claim the substantial promotion
of our cultural capital, always in direct contact
with society, turning art into a two-way tool of
evolution, balance and development.

In participatory projects, site & people specific
projects, the artist not only creates with local
communities as their material, they are integrat-
ed in them; they become a new member of the
community and enters the daily life of the com-
munity, it's homes and lives.

The descendants of refugees from Asia Minor in Upper Eleusis star in a site-specific
peripatetic performance in the quaint neighborhood of Synoikismos (Settlement). The
small refugee homes and the impassable alleys silently bear witness to the memories of
the great uprooting. Storytelling tiles compose the mosaic of the performance, which
moves between fiction and documentation. The personal testimony of one becomes

the story of many. Participants and audience view the origins and heritage of Asia Minor
Greeks through radios, televisions, music and documentary videos that have not been
silenced for a hundred years - a live broadcast that continues in perpetuity and is trans-
mitted to future generations. Behind peeled walls, abandoned courtyards and newly built
two-storey houses, a new version of history is being laid out for the first time.

The show broadens the ongoing dialogue between documentary and performance the
group has opened with the place and its residents since 2018. It was first presented in
the Synikismos Festival 2019.

Traces of Light is a participatory workshop for 20 residents of Elefsina aiming to col-
lectively create an artistic lighting installation in the city’s public space. The workshops,
conducted since mid-September, led by the Beforelight team, develop the complete
process of creating an artistic project - the theory of light, practice on applications and
experiments, conceptualization and implementation of an idea. The aim of the process
is to create an installation-experience where the visitor observes, experiences, interacts
and participates.

the steps of this process for the production of a participatory lighting project. They

talk about how they come up with an idea through meetings with guest speakers, field
analysis, field research, experimenting, about designing and the interaction and chemistry
between them.
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Participatory Ephemeral Monument
3 years since the proclamation of Eleusis as the European Capital of
Culture 2021, we rebuild Kronos

Sunday, November 10, 15:30
Starting Point: Centre of Eleusis/West Attica Labour Unions

With a participatory work, inspired by the iconic “Kronos” building and the city residents
as main contributors, Eleusis celebrates the 3rd anniversary of its proclamation as Euro-
pean Capital of Culture 2021.

In a big celebration that lasts all day, we invite children and adults to Heroes Square on
Sunday, November 10, 2019 from 11:00 to 19:00 to rebuild “Kronos”, one of the most
important industrial heritage sites of Elefsina, under the direction of Olivier Grossetéte, a
well-known French artist who specializes in collaborative works in the public sphere.

The Participatory Ephemeral Monument is a project exclusively designed for Elefsina
reflecting the city’s identity. Its creation lasts 7 days and culminates on the 10th and 11th
of November with its public installation and then its participatory uninstallation. Olivier
Grossetéte and his team have created over 120 Monumental Participatory Cardboard
Constructions over the last 20 years, unique artworks, each inspired by the iconic build-
ings and monuments of each city.

For five days (5-9.11.2019) o Olivier Grossetéte and his associates work with schools,
associations and groups of residents through workshop-seminars where they pre-make
the pieces of Kronos. On Sunday November 10 we rebuild “Kronos”, with the participation
of all preparation teams as well as anyone who wishes to be part of this celebration. The
builders-residents share roles. Some put pieces together with tape, some carry them,
some build until we install “Kronos” in the center of the city. On the next day (11.11.2019)
the work of uninstalling is undertaken by the children of the city, as well as anyone who
wishes to experience the joy of “destroying” the project by participating in an unforgetta-
ble team play, and giving a rhythm to the anniversary.

We move an industrial monument, located on the seafront, and turn it into a participatory
experience-project in the central square of the city, Heroes Square, creating a collective
celebration around it. This option enhances the public character of the anniversary, and
the participation, as Olivier Grossetéte’s works only gain value through active participa-
tion by the people.

Through the playful nature of the project and in conjunction with the organization of the
2nd Culture 2030 Meeting, we create a unique opportunity for extroversion, collabora-
tion and creative co-existence for residents and friends of the city and compose a four-
day event rich in participatory activities that transforms Elefsina into the backdrop of a
great celebration for everyone.
